
The Kulamthaari group is responsible for maintaining law and order within the Mannan community.
Their duties include settling disputes, enforcing community norms, and implementing punishments
where necessary. Currently, these positions are held by men, but there are also women
counterparts known as Kulamthaarichi, who performed similar roles. 
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Traditionally, those who disobeyed community laws were subject to punishment as per these local
governing systems.
